As In the Days of Noah
1) Genesis 6:1 — 8 NKJV

Now it came to pass, when men began to multiply on the face of the earth, and
daughters were born to them, ?that the sons of God saw the daughters of men, that
they were beautiful; and they took wives for themselves of all whom they chose. * And
the Lord said, “My Spirit shall not strive with man forever, for he is indeed flesh; yet his
days shall be one hundred and twenty years.” * There were giants on the earth in those
days, and also afterward, when the sons of God came in to the daughters of men and
they bore children to them. Those were the mighty men who were of old, men of
renown. ®> Then the Lord saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and
that every intent of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually. ® And the Lord
was sorry that He had made man on the earth, and He was grieved in His heart. ’ So
the Lord said, “I will destroy man whom | have created from the face of the earth, both
man and beast, creeping thing and birds of the air, for | am sorry that | have made
them.” ® But Noah found grace in the eyes of the Lord.

b. Why wouldn’t God’s Spirit strive forever with men?

c. Who were the Giants (nephilim or fallen ones) in the earth?
2) Numbers 13:31 — 33

But the men who had gone up with him said, “We are not able to go up against the
people, for they are stronger than we.” 3 And they gave the children of Israel a bad
report of the land which they had spied out, saying, “The land through which we have
gone as spies is a land that devours its inhabitants, and all the people whom we saw in
it are men of great stature. >3 There we saw the giants (nephilim) (the descendants of
Anak came from the giants); and we were like grasshoppers in our own sight, and so we
were in their sight.”

a. If the nephilim were destroyed in Noah'’s flood, where did the sons of Anak come
from?

b. If there were nephilim in Moses’ day, could there still be nephilim here today?
3) Genesis 6:13 - 16

And God said to Noah, “The end of all flesh has come before Me, for the earth is filled
with violence through them; and behold, | will destroy them with the earth. ** Make
yourself an ark of gopherwood; make rooms in the ark, and cover it inside and outside
with pitch. > And this is how you shall make it: The length of the ark shall be three



hundred cubits, its width fifty cubits, and its height thirty cubits. *® You shall make a
window for the ark, and you shall finish it to a cubit from above; and set the door of the
ark in its side. You shall make it with lower, second, and third decks

a. What is the ark symbolic of for us today?
b. What would covering the ark with pitch symbolize?
c. What would the window and door symbolize?

4) Genesis 8:6 — 12

So it came to pass, at the end of forty days, that Noah opened the window of the ark
which he had made. ’ Then he sent out a raven, which kept going to and fro until the
waters had dried up from the earth. ® He also sent out from himself a dove, to see if the
waters had receded from the face of the ground. ° But the dove found no resting place
for the sole of her foot, and she returned into the ark to him, for the waters were on the
face of the whole earth. So he put out his hand and took her, and drew her into the ark
to himself. 1° And he waited yet another seven days, and again he sent the dove out
from the ark. ! Then the dove came to him in the evening, and behold, a freshly
plucked olive leaf was in her mouth; and Noah knew that the waters had receded from
the earth. 2 So he waited yet another seven days and sent out the dove, which did not
return again to him anymore.

a. What is symbolic of the raven and the dove in this part of the narrative? What
about the olive branch?

5) Genesis 9:12 — 17

And God said: “This is the sign of the covenant which | make between Me and you, and
every living creature that is with you, for perpetual generations: **| set My rainbow in
the cloud, and it shall be for the sign of the covenant between Me and the earth. ** It
shall be, when | bring a cloud over the earth, that the rainbow shall be seen in the cloud;
>and I will remember My covenant which is between Me and you and every living
creature of all flesh; the waters shall never again become a flood to destroy all flesh.

18 The rainbow shall be in the cloud, and I will look on it to remember the everlasting
covenant between God and every living creature of all flesh that is on the earth.” " And
God said to Noah, “This is the sign of the covenant which | have established between
Me and all flesh that is on the earth.”

a. What is the sign of God’s covenant with all flesh?

b. What does a rainbow reveal that was hidden there all along? Why is this
significant?



6) Matthew 24:29 — 44

“‘Immediately after the tribulation of those days the sun will be darkened, and the moon
will not give its light; the stars will fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens will
be shaken. *° Then the sign of the Son of Man will appear in heaven, and then all the
tribes of the earth will mourn, and they will see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of
heaven with power and great glory. ** And He will send His angels with a great sound of
a trumpet, and they will gather together His elect from the four winds, from one end of
heaven to the other. **“Now learn this parable from the fig tree: When its branch has
already become tender and puts forth leaves, you know that summer is near. ** So you
also, when you see all these things, know that itis near—at the doors! ** Assuredly, |
say to you, this generation will by no means pass away till all these things take place.

% Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words will by no means pass away.* “But of
that day and hour no one knows, not even the angels of heaven, but My Father only.

3" But as the days of Noah were, so also will the coming of the Son of Man be. *® For as
in the days before the flood, they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in
marriage, until the day that Noah entered the ark, ** and did not know until the flood
came and took them all away, so also will the coming of the Son of Man be. *° Then two
men will be in the field: one will be taken and the other left. ** Two women will be
grinding at the mill: one will be taken and the other left. > Watch therefore, for you do
not know what hour your Lord is coming. ** But know this, that if the master of the house
had known what hour the thief would come, he would have watched and not allowed his
house to be broken into. ** Therefore you also be ready, for the Son of Man is coming at
an hour you do not expect.
